39t Annual NORTHERN CALIFORNIA AREA EMMY® AWARDS
2009-2010

The 39t Annual Northern California Area EMMY® Awards were presented Saturday evening, May 15th
at the San Francisco Marriott Marquis. The Emmye Award honors excellence in all fields of television
production.

KPIX CBS 5 News Anchor, Wendy Tokuda, was presented the Governors’ Award, the highest honor a
regional chapter can bestow. This is a lifetime achievement award for service to the community and
television industry. Former KQED 9 President and CEO Jeff Clarke was awarded the Governor’s
Citation and Sultan Mirza, the chapter’s webmaster, received the Governors’ Service Medallion.

Two station awards were presented. Overall Excellence went to KGO ABC 7, and News Excellence
was awarded to “Hawaii News Now,” the combined newsrooms of KGMB 9, KHNL 8 and KFVE 5.
The KQED program produced by Ronald L. Blatman, Inc. “Saving the Bay,” received Emmye statuettes
for Documentary, Photography, Editing and Graphics.

The recipients of the coveted Evening Newscast Emmye Awards went to: Large Markets: “KTVU
Channel 2 News at 5,” and “CBS 13 News at 10;” Medium Markets: “Island Televison News at 5,”
KITYV 4, there were no nominations in the Smaller Markets,

The most honored individuals were Anna Werner, Reporter, and Gerard K. Watson, Producer/
Photographer, KPIX CBS 5, San Francisco with four awards. A total of 172 Emmy® statuettes were
awarded to 137 individuals.

Emmye Awards go to individuals, but there is always interest in the station award account: KPIX CBS
San Francisco, 11; KUVS Univision 19, Sacramento, nine; Comcast SportsNet, eight; and KQED 9,
seven.

The Emmye is awarded for outstanding achievement in Television by The National Academy of
Television Arts and Sciences. San Francisco/Northern California is one of the twenty chapters awarding
regional Emmyse. Northern California is composed of television and cable stations from Visalia to the
Oregon border and includes Hawaii and Reno, Nevada. Entries were aired during the 2009 calender
year. 762 entries were received in 58 categories, 230 were nominated and 78 receive the Emmye
statuette. The ballots were tallied by the accounting firm of Spalding & Company of San Francisco.

The Master of Ceremonies for the dinner and awards presentation was political satirist Will Durst with
Michael Hatfield providing the music. Beyond Pix Studios provided the production expertise and
produced a live webcast.
